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BISHOP RICHARD G. HENNING

Bishop Henning was born in Rockville Centre, to Richard and 
Maureen Henning, the fi rst of fi ve siblings. He grew up in Valley 
Stream receiving the sacraments of baptism, fi rst Holy Communion, 
and confi rmation at Holy Name of Mary Parish, where he also 
attended the parish grammar school. 

He received a BA and MA in History from St. John’s University 
and received his training for the priesthood at the Seminary of the 
Immaculate Conception in Huntington, New York. He was ordained 
in 1992 and served for fi ve years as an associate pastor at the Church 
of St. Peter of Alcantara, Port Washington. In that assignment, he did 

extensive pastoral work in the large parish school and ministered to the Spanish-speaking 
Catholics of that peninsula. In addition to fl uency in English and Spanish, Bishop Henning is 
fl uent in Italian and can read French, Greek and Hebrew. 

Recently, Bishop Henning was appointed Chair of the Board of Trustees of the Pontifi cal 
College Josephinum in Columbus, Ohio. On June 8, 2018, Archbishop Christophe Pierre, 
Apostolic Nuncio to the United States announced that Pope Francis had appointed Rev. Msgr. 
Richard Garth Henning to be an auxiliary bishop of the Diocese of Rockville Centre. He was 
consecrated a bishop on July 24, 2018 in St. Agnes Cathedral, Rockville Centre by Bishop 
John O. Barres, Bishop of the Diocese of Rockville Centre. On November 23, 2022, The 
Holy Father, Pope Francis appointed Bishop Henning as the Coadjutor Bishop of Providence. 
After the resignation of Bishop Thomas J. Tobin from the pastoral governance of the Diocese 
of Providence, Bishop Henning automatically succeeded as the 9th Bishop of Providence. 

DR. PETER K. KILPATRICK

Dr. Peter K. Kilpatrick is the 16th President of The Catholic 
University of America and took offi ce on July 1, 2022.  He was 
provost and Senior Vice President for academic affairs at Illinois 
Institute of Technology from 2018 to 2022 and previously served as 
professor and McCloskey Dean of Engineering at the University of 
Notre Dame from 2008 to 2018.

During Dr. Kilpatrick’s tenure as dean at Notre Dame, he also launched 
Notre Dame’s fi rst joint Ph.D. program with the Pontifi cal Catholic 
University of Chile, later expanding to programs with universities 
in Brazil and Hungary. Dr. Kilpatrick also served on the faculty of 

North Carolina State University in chemical engineering for 24 years, from 1983 to 2007, 
the last eight-plus years as the department head. Dr. Kilpatrick also served as the founding 
director of the North Carolina Biomanufacturing Training and Education Center, a unique 
good manufacturing practice (GMP) facility that was designed to train the next generation of 
biopharmaceutical professionals and biotechnology industry professionals.

Dr. Kilpatrick is the recipient of numerous teaching and research awards, including the ASEE 
Regional Teaching Award. He holds an honorary doctorate from the Pázmány Péter Catholic 
University (Budapest, Hungary), the oldest university in that country. He is past chairperson 
of the Global Engineering Deans Council and serves as the chairperson of the Clover 2030 
International Advisory Board, an initiative focused on reinventing engineering education in 
Chile.

He received his A.B. in chemistry from Occidental College (summa cum laude) in 1978 and 
his Ph.D. in chemical engineering from the University of Minnesota in 1983. He and his wife, 
Nancy, are the parents of four adult children.
